Other projects in the works are completion of
signage at Royston entrances and signs at the Tot
Lot, along with repairs to the playscape and
surrounding fall zone.

A recent email from ECT indicated most
people are very concerned about quality of life as
population increases with respondents choosing
Scenario D (48 percent) followed by Scenario C (26
percent), both of which represent growth patterns
most different from the region's current trends
(www.envisioncentraltexas.org).

Contingency Account Palicy:

The board recently approved a policy that formally
defines the amount and purpose of monies that can
be held apart from the annual budget each year.
Additionally, since the term “Reserve Fund” has a
defined purpose in both the non-profit code and in
the accounting world, neither of which apply to the
North Park Homeowners' Association, these monies
have now been designated “Contingency” funds. The
sole purpose of these fundsis to ensure financial
coverage of: 1) the anticipated real expenses that
occur during the first two months of the fiscal year;
and, 2) the amount required to pay the deductibles of
the corporate insurance policies. The adoption of this
policy helps ensure anticipated financial obligations
are covered while preventing excess accumulation of
funds that could endanger our non-profit status.

Why was | charged a special assessment for
failureto pay on time?

Postmarks are used as a final determination whether
a homeowner will be assessed a “specid
assessment” and is the only method of
documentation available for use as the standard.
Depending on time deposited and location, mail may
not be postmarked the same day. No Persond
exceptions can be made in order to prevent
discrimination against the majority who pay on time.

Letters returned to the HOA count as “an attempt
having been made to legaly deliver” under the
covenants and by Texas Property Code. Regardless
of whether notices are returned “unclaimed” by
being purposdly left in the mailbox, or are returned
as no longer at the address or without signature if
sent certified, section seven of the Bylaws states that
the notice is deemed to have been properly delivered
when deposited in the United States mail with
postage prepaid and addressed to the Members
address as it appears in the records of the
Association.

Why is my mail addressed to a name other than
thenamel use?

To ensure we have the latest and most accurate
homeowner information, we regularly reference the
Travis County Tax Appraisal rolls,
which reflects the legal names  of the
homeowner. This is an important source of
information as more and more homes become rentals
and have absentee owners. We are working
toimprove management of persona name
preferences to reflect recent life event changes.
Please be patient as we standardize our process for
managing our official homeowner register that we
use to generate mailings that may contain the
homeowner’s name as listed on the tax rolls.

Neighborhood Pets

Weve received complaints regarding stray
cats in the neighborhood. So if you have an outside
cat, please be sure it wears a collar with proper
identification and have your cat spayed or neutered!
Typical fera problems such as yowling females,
spraying toms, and cat fights which are the source of
most complaints can be practically eiminated
through spaying or neutering. Additionally, it gives
these animals an improved quality of life as they
don't roam across busy roads seeking mates, getting
into fights and getting untreated wounds which can
eventualy kill them.

Did you know that a pair of breeding cats,
which can have two or more litters per year, can
exponentially produce 420,000 offspring over a
seven-year period? Austin-area anima control
facilities kill an average of more than one animal
each hour, 24 hours a day, 365 days a week. Many
"strays' die mercilessly outdoors from being hit by
cars, by starvation, disease, abuse --- or as food to a
predator. With more people moving to the area each
day the problem will only get worse unless we take
responsibility for our pets and keep them safe and
preferably indoors.

Animal Trustees of Austin (ATA) provides a
low cost spay/neuter services for cats and dogs.
ATA also accepts 2 feral cats per person as walk-ins
each Thursday (maximum of 12) on a first-come /
first-served  basis. Visit their website at
www.animaltrustees.org or call 450-0111 for more
information.
